	4.1 Item 5.1 – Play Area Wall

4.2 Item 5.2 – Circular Walk Signs

Cllr Granville said he has spoken to the owner of TY Maen House and he would be interested in putting a sign giving the history of the house outside the property.  This issue was discussed and it was agreed the Clerk should obtain a price for the design and manufacture of a sign.
