1. Apologies for absence

2. Declarations Of Interest

Chair detailed contents of Agenda. There were no declarations of interest.
3. Matters arising from Minutes of 13th October meeting insofar as not dealt with below
Minutes of 13th October meeting were formally agreed.  

The following actions were discussed:

3.1 On item 3.1 – Planting of Trees – Cllr Granville spoke about grants that are available through the Countryside Council for Wales to enter into partnership for funding of planting of trees.  This issue was discussed and it was agreed the Clerk should apply on behalf of the Community Council to enter into such a partnership. 
3.2 – On item 3.5 Provision of Footpath by Redrow at Marlas Farm – The bridge is now open.  However, Cllr Bennett commented that barriers are needed at the corner of the bridge for safety reasons.  
3.3 – On item 3.6 BCBC – Bus Stop Request at Heol Las – No further information on this issue.

4.1 James Morgan Solicitors – Allotments Agreement
Clerk detailed the contents of this correspondence and members discussed.  It was agreed that the third option contained within the letter, setting out details for the formation of a sub committee, would be the preferred option.  Cllr D Spanswick Moved this option be taken and Cllr Marke Seconded.  It was agreed the Community Council would be represented on the sub-committee by Cllrs Granville, D Spanswick and Marke, with Cllr Davies being nominated in the absence of said members.  The Clerk should write to the officers of the Allotments Tenants Association giving details of the proposal and asking for their comments.

· Cllr Granville stated that he had recently walked up Broom Lane and there are a lot of heavy lorries using it, which in turn has led to the lane being in a very bad condition.  This issue was discussed and it was agreed the Clerk should write to the Highways Department at BCBC and ask whether it would be possible to place a weight restriction on traffic using this lane so as to stop further damage.  Clerk to take forward.
· Cllr Marke said she had recently visited Sker Beach and it is now extremely difficult to get onto the beach due to the sea defences placed in the area.  Cllr Granville said he had spoken to the people involved in the decision making for the erection of the sea defences, putting forward the difficulties, but he had been told that the stones need to be in the position they have been placed in and they cannot be moved.
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
