Planning Applications received

3.1 Members considered six applications, as identified below.  The following three were not felt to be in need of observation/comment.
3.1.1 Mr & Mrs Jones – 80 Heol Onnen, North Cornelly – Porch and Extension to Front Elevation
3.1.2   Mr Stephens – 32 Kingfisher Road, North Cornelly -  Edwardian  Conservatory in White UPVC
3.1.3 Bellway Homes (Wales) – Replan to Plot 160 at Marlas Farm

3.2 Observations/comments were made regarding the following three applications:

3.2.1 C2J Architects – Residential Development of 8 houses in two terraces with on site parking & Amenity Facilities

· Members felt this application would be an overdevelopment of the site

· Parking would be an issue.  In contravention of current planning requirements these properties will not each have two parking spaces.  This would lead to more parking on the road, making access into the garages of those houses opposite extremely difficult and restricting visibility for pedestrians

· The extra vehicles on the street would force pedestrians to walk in the road due to the very narrow width of the pavements.   The pavements at the moment are not wide enough for anyone in a wheelchair or pushing a pram and therefore it would be extremely dangerous.
3.2.2 Valleys to Coast Housing Ltd – Divide land behind properties into individual gardens attached to each house at 12-33 Ffynnon Wen

· Members felt that as long as consultation with residents had taken place and they had no problems with the proposals then the Community Council had no observations/comments.
